  Shannon Gormley – Hello, I am Shannon Gormley and for updates we are very 
  excited as of 3:00 PM today we have 42 vendors that have committed to 
  tabling at the fair and we have worked on some mental health swag, food for      
  for the event and tomorrow the students and I will go over to PCTA to look 
  and plan.  We have community members coming in for Salsa Dancing and
  Yoga and we also have some African Drummers coming and we are planning 
  to have little workshops and that’s where we are a little confused on how we 
  are going to do the agenda for the event.  The Mayor is coming to speak as 
  well.

  Julie Lombardi – Yes, we are very excited.

  Shannon Gormley – Chairman can I ask you something?  Did you get the 
  Spreadsheet about the Be Real Organization which is about body confidence?  
  Last time the students actually said that they were one of the contributors for
  poor mental health.

  Julie Lombardi – I reached out to her and they sent me info and I asked them 
  her if she wanted a table and she said she would look into it but I didn’t hear 
  anything back.  What’s her name?

  Shannon Gormley – Ashley Cronin.  I only had 22 vendors and this week 
  everyone has responded and it’s very exciting.  Now the kids are doing more
  work because they are excited that we have so many vendors and I said my 
  goal was 50 and the kids are like, why don’t we make it 80?  Also, there have
  been a lot of donations which is very exciting.  We have gift cards and other
  stuff that people will have at their tables and their giving out swag and other
  fun stuff like raffles.

  Julie Lombardi – Everything is going good and we are just waiting for approval
  on the flyers. We are having them translated as well and they are ready to 
  go to print this week.

  Chairman Muhingabo – If we could share it with the other Committees like 
  Finance and Policy that would be great.  We could have some of our 
  Community Members pick them up and distribute them.  I want to thank 
  everyone for their amazing work putting this together.  Next, we have a draft
  of this Wellness Policy that I gave to everybody.  We want to see how we can
  work with the Superintendent and the District to implement it.  After the 
  Sodexo Presentation we heard that we have schools that are selling unhealthy
  snacks and have junk food vending machines as well and this policy will help 
  get rid of that and work together.

5.2          Nutrition and Physical 
  Aaron Lenart – This year we switched to work with a vendor that we worked 
  with for vending machines.  How that works is the profits that come off that 
  machine the school will get a monthly check for 50% of it and Sodexo gets
  10%.  All the snacks are compliant and we don’t have to have someone there.
  Some schools like PCTA gets $1300.00 in one month and most middle schools
  get $100.00 and we don’t do it at the elementary schools.
